Environmental and Organisational Factors

Condition Description

Heat Social Workers generally complete their duties in a climate controlled indoor environment which is not significantly affected by heat. Warmer
weather conditions outside may affect working conditions inside or outdoor access.

Cold Social Workers generally complete their duties in a climate controlled indoor environment which is not significantly affected by cold. Outside
weather conditions may affect working conditions inside or outdoor access.

Noise Social Workers may be exposed to low level noise from their working environment including equipment and at times may be involved in
interactions with patients of a heightened state and loud nature.

PPE Social Workers are required to wear a uniform (excluding mental health) and non-slip, closed toe shoes. They are required to have their hair
tied back at all times. Social Workers are required to follow infection control procedures based on organisation policies and protocols which
may include the use of face masks, apron, gloves, goggles and shoe protectors. Atrtificial nails and/or nail polish cannot be worn due to infection
control requirements.

Shift Cycle Epworth’s facilities operate 24 hours a day, 7 days a week and you are expected to be available and able to work the full range of shifts/days
offered by the department in that service.
