	Position Objective

	This role is for an experienced Training and Applications Senior Engineer areas under the TACCIS portfolio of work. · Liaise with cross functional teams and specialist engineering areas including. Safety, Security and ILS, to develop and deliver quality working software solutions.
· Conduct test activities on the system baseline, creating and maintaining test scripts, troubleshooting and reporting on results.
