Lifts Distribution and Service

2. Assist in the regular review, continuous improvement and implementation of our HS&E management systems, policies, procedures, and systems
3. Contribute to the achievement of annual HS&E objectives and targets, and act where necessary to maintain progress

9. Assist in the provision of HS&E information to the business
10. Carry out the field induction for all new members of the field engineering teams.
